1. A quality of the heart and a mind-set. 
• Giving should come out of the heart. 
• Giving is a condition of the heart. 
• Giving reveals the condition of the heart. 

 
2. Love in action. 

 
3. Giving freely. 

• What we give will come back to us – a channel of giving. 
 

4. Having a full spirit. 
• Giving when your spirit is full is giving out of overflow. 
• God wants you to give out of overflow.

4. Profit  
• Generosity brings advantages, increase and profit in your life. 
• God will send to you what you give through God. 

 
Benefits of Generosity: 

1. Bless your work –  
• God is the source of blessings but uses people as the channel. 
• Have a spirit of giving and overflow. 
• Give freely and spontaneously. 
• Look for opportunities to give your time, talent and treasure. 
• Generosity triggers God to bless everything that you do. 

 Deuteronomy 15:10 (MSG) 

 10-11 Give freely and spontaneously. Don’t have a stingy heart. The way you handle matters like 
 this triggers GOD, your God’s, blessing in everything you do, all your work and ventures. There 
 are always going to be poor and needy people among you. So I command you: Always be 
 generous, open purse and hands, give to your neighbors in trouble, your poor and hurting 
 neighbors. 

 Proverbs 11:24 (MSG) 

 24 The world of the generous gets larger and larger; the world of the stingy gets smaller and 
 smaller. 

2. Expands your influence –  
• Generosity brings more influence, impact and profit into your life. 

 
Psalm 112:9 (NLT) 

 9 They share freely and give generously to those in need. Their good deeds will be 
 remembered forever. They will have influence and honor. 

3. Brings more happiness –  
• There is more happiness in giving than in receiving. 
• Live in more promises! 
• Live on overflowing life! 
• Look for needs to fill.
