Romans 2:4 (KJV) 
 
4 Despisest thou the riches of his goodness and forbearance and longsuffering; not knowing that the 
goodness of God leadeth thee to repentance? 
 
Romans 2:4 (AMP) 
 
4 Do you have no regard for the wealth of His kindness and tolerance and patience [in withholding His 
wrath]? Are you [actually] unaware or ignorant [of the fact] that God’s kindness leads you to 
repentance [that is, to change your inner self, your old way of thinking—seek His purpose for your 
life]? 
 

• The goodness of God is God’s best. 
• The goodness of God leads people to repentance. 
• Everything God does is out of His goodness. 
• The greatest revelation is the goodness of God. It will change how we see 

ourselves, see the world, and see God. 
• Overcome stress, fear and restlessness by focusing on the goodness of God  
• Know how to live in the goodness of God and walk in it. 

 
What the Goodness of God Will Do in Your Life: 

1. Feeds you. 
2. Leads you. 
3. Intercedes for you. 
4. Meets all your needs.

3. Direction & Protection –  
• Ask, “What direction am I looking?” 
• Focus on God’s promises and His goodness. 

 
4. God’s Anointing –  

• Ask, “Are you declaring God’s goodness over your life daily?” 
• Live a life of abundance and overflow. 

 
Psalm 23:6 (KJV) 
 

6 Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life: and I will dwell in the house of the 
LORD forever.
