
One Another Prayer Ministry 

1. Their physical health and well-being 
Pray for Gods healing in their physical bodies. 
 

2. Their relationship to God. Pray that God will help them experience and 
respond to His love. Pray, too that they will allow the power of Gods 
love to change lives-healing broken relationship with family or friends, 
conforming them to the character of Christ, enabling them to reach out 
to other who don’t know God. 
 

3. Their commitment to prayer. Ask God to keep them praying faithfully 
for themselves and for those in the one another prayer ministry. Pray 
that will be encouraged with answers they receive and that they will 
discover more of Gods power in their lives because of prayer. 
 

4. Their awareness of needs around them. Pray that God will open their 
eyes to the needs of people he has placed them with-neighbors, family 
members, coworkers, business contacts, classmates, friends. Ask God to 
help them be like salt and light to those don’t know God.
