Deliver pizza or treats to your local police,
fire, or EMS station.
Offer to babysit or mow the lawn for
a single parent or elderly neighbor.

Family & Kids Friendly Kindness

1. Create a “kindness jar” with your kids and
do one idea daily.

2. Make thank-you cards and be intentional
on using them this month.
Draw chalk art with uplifting messages on
the sidewalk or driveway.
Leave storybooks or toys at a local
playground.
Invite someone new to church!

Digitial Kindness

1.  Write a glowing review for a local small
business you love.

2. Share someone’s creative work (music,
art, blog) to encourage them.
Send a voice message of encouragement
to someone you haven’t spoken to
in a while.
Venmo someone S5 with a note:
“Coffee on me today.”
Encourage a friend on social media.

Workplace Kindness

1. Bring coffee or snacks to a coworker.
2. Leave an anonymous note of
encouragement in someone’s mailbox
or locker.
Praise someone’s work publicly, like in
a meeting or group chat.
Help a coworker meet a deadline by
offering your time or skills.
Clean the staff fridge or break room
without being asked.
Pray for a coworker and follow up with
a caring word.

Everyday Personal Kindness

1. Leave a kind note on someone’s
windshield or door.
Pay for the person behind you in a
drive-thru or coffee shop line.
Sincerely Compliment a stranger.
Return someone’s shopping cart in the
parking lot.
Let someone go ahead of you in line
at the store.
Leave coins in a vending machine or
arcade game for the next person.
Surprise your neighbor with homemade
treats or a note of encouragement.
Write a thank-you letter to someone
who impacted your life
